Authors & Composer6SESAC). In general, if you have music performegaatr museum or historic site,
whether it is live, on tape, or on CD, you neetedicensed by all of the above companies, as¢hek
represent different composers and publishers @edefore, different songs. This licensing involpaying
fees for the public performance of the music. Tydc®att, Esq., the Executive Director of New &srs
Volunteer Lawyers for the Arts, Inc. (NJVLA), sayst this is a very complex issue. While there are
exceptions to the rule, for example for small musgLhistoric sites, and other
businesses that only play music from a radio aochfno other live or recorded BEBE
source, or for certain circumscribed nonprofit uslesse exceptions are very : ‘

AFTER 137 YEARS, FORD FAMILY-ERA TABLE RETURNED
TO WASHINGTON'S HEADQUARTERS AT FORD MANSION

The Reverend Canon J. Elliott Lindsley, arhthegeneration
Morristown, New Jersey, native and current resiaémdillbrook,

New York, has donated to Morristown National Higtal Park (NHP)
a Chippendale-style-inspired, tilt-top candlestizhle purchased from
the Ford Mansion at its 1873 auction. Reverend sleyls generous
gift of the table will enable Morristown NHP to ekit another Ford
Mansion artifact for visitors’ enjoyment when thamsion reopens in
late spring. The Ford Mansion currently is closedtie installation

of a fire suppression system.

From December 1779 to June 1780, the Ford Marserved as
George Washington's headquarters during the Caontdh&rmy’s
winter encampment at Jockey Hollow. By all accoutits Ford
family and the community of Morristown had beentguaroud of that
fact; however, when Henry A. Ford, grandson ofrttansion’s builder,
Jacob Ford, Jr., died in 1872, he left instructimnisis will to sell the
mansion and its surrounding land, plus smaller dede@ arts and
furniture pieces from the Ford Mansion. Henry Ferdécision in his
will came as a surprise, and news of the sale@deapublic outcry
at the seeming dismissal with which Henry Ford aévis ancestral
home.

The 1873 auction blossomed into the sociahtw&the year due to the tension and high emotiyamerated
by the controversial decision to sell the Ford MansA group of investors purchased the mansiongaodnds.
To preserve the site, they ultimately created tlasNihgton Association of New Jersey (WANJ). In 1483
National Park Service received the Ford MansionJoukey Hollow and created Morristown National Bigtal
Park, the nation’s first national historical park.

The donated table was purchased by John Térateh early WANJ member, at the 1873 auction, and
given to Reverend Lindsley, a current WANJ membgra Thatcher descendent. Morristown NHP’s curatori
staff cannot now determine if the Ford Family-exalé was in the Ford Mansion when General Washingto
headquartered there. Nonetheless, the table is\&eloas example of the type of utilitarian furngursed during
that time period.

As far as the possibility of finding more fighings that were in the Ford Mansion in 1873, $mpendent
Randy Turner notes, “We know, through Henry A. Foidventory, what was in the house in 1872. And we
know that a lot of smaller items were bought locak mementos. So, it is not inconceivable thatynedithose
items still exist in people’s homes within a miletloe mansion.”
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VISIT HISTORIC TO PERTH AMBOY, NEW JERSEY
HISTORIC PERTH AMBOY: THE PORT CITY ON THE BAY

For generations Perth Amboy was a popular summ&eownd fishing location
for New Jersey’s Native Americans, the Lenape. Té¢adled the area Ompoyle, or
Amboy, meaninglbowin their language.

The Raritan Bay and the Raritan River were fisgilored by Giovanni da Verrazang
in 1524 and again by Henry Hudson in 16009. :

Perth Amboy was home to the East Jersey Propsiatad Royal Governors. In

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WHAT IS THE AASLH? FIND OUT MORE ABOUT THE AMERICAN
ASSOCIATION FOR STATE AND LOCAL HISTORY

AASLH: THE BEGINNING— The origin of AASLH can be traced back to the extdenary flowering of
state and local history that occurred in the lateteenth and early twentieth centuries. In 1904 American
Historical Association, itself a fledgling professal body, established the semi-autonomous Cordereh
State and Local Historical Societies to serve daglérs of those agencies. In 1939, a group of Gamte
members, chaired by Christopher C. Crittendencthreof the North Carolina Department of Archivesia
History, discussed and then proposed the creafian mmdependent entity. Its job would be to betiwordinate
the activities of historical societies and stimeltte writing and teaching of state and local Inysio North
America.

On December 27, 1940, the Conference of Statd.aca History met and disbanded itself. Then, the
American Association for State and Local Historysvisarn. Its first charter stated that AASLH's puepwvas,
simply, "the promotion of effort and activity ingHields of state, provincial, and local historytle United
States and Canada."
